Conveyances that are NOT inspected

You hear us speak about inspec-
tion requirements for elevators
and conveyances in Alabama.
We rarely address the convey-
ances that are NOT inspected in
Alabama that carry persons and
materials daily.

Alabama’s statute that regulates
inspection of elevators and con-
veyances clearly define the con-
veyances that this department
regulates and those that are ex-
empt from inspection by law. I
have copied the exemptions
straight from the statute itself. It
reads:

Section 25-13-3 Applicability.

(c) Equipment not covered by
this chapter includes, but is not
limited to, any of the following:

(1) Personnel hoists within the
scope of ANSI A10.4.

(2) Material hoists within the
scope of ANSI A10.5.

(3) Man lifts within the scope of
ASME A90.1.

(4) Mobile scaffolds, towers, and
platforms within the scope of
ANSI A92,

(5) Powered platforms and equip-
ment for exterior and interior
maintenance within the scope of
ANSI 120.1.

(6) Conveyors and related equip-
ment within the scope of ASME
B20.1.

(7) Cranes, derricks, hoists,
hooks, jacks, and slings within
the scope of ASME B30.

(8) Industrial trucks within the
scope of ASME B356.

(9) Portable equipment, except
for portable escalators which are
covered by ANSI A17.1.

(10) Tiering or piling machines
used to move materials to and
from storage located and operat-
ing entirely within one story.

(11) Equipment for feeding or
positioning materials at machine
tools, printing presses, etc.

(12) Skip or furnace hoists.
13) Wharf ramps.

(14) Railroad car lifts or dump-
ers.

(15) Line jacks, false cars,
shafters, moving platforms, and
similar equipment used for in-
stalling an elevator by a contrac-
tor licensed in this state.

(16) Equipment otherwise cov-
ered under this chapter which is
located at an industrial facility
that is not accessible by the gen-
eral public and which is used in
the construction, operation, or
maintenance of the facility.

(d) This chapter shall not apply to
any enfity engaged in the genera-
tion, transmission, or distribution
of electric energy or any em-
ployee, agent, or contractor

thereof when performing work
for the utility or other entity de-
scribed herein.
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These exemptions provided for
by law are expected to be main-
tained in safe operating condition
by the courts of popular opinion
and in some cases federal law
such as OSHA.

I can not levy any fines or pen-
alties against the owner of ex-
empt equipment for non compli-
ance. However, with participa-
tion from the county and city
governments, often a company
may find their business license
up for review for not following
sound and safe engineering prac-
tices.

It is that spirit of cooperation
that better facilitates safer con-
veyances both covered and ex-
empt by state law.
